The U.S. needs to continue to limit Indian involvement in Afghanistan if it is
to have any hope of a long-term co-operative relationship with Pakistan. The West
also needs to seek a peaceful solution to the Kashmir dispute, despite immense
obstacles in both Pakistan and India. Most importantly, it is the perception of India as
the primary threat to the Pakistani State that colours its perceptions of the conflict in
Afghanistan and Pakistan’s security needs. The Pakistani establishment fears that a
pro-Indian Government in Afghanistan would allow India to operate a proxy war
against Pakistan from its territory ... Increased Indian investment in trade with
development support to the Afghan Government, which the U.S. Government has
encouraged, causes Pakistan to embrace Taliban groups as anti-India allies. We need
to reassess Indian involvement in Afghanistan and our (U.S.) policies towards India —
Resolving the Kashmir dispute would dramatically improve the situation. What can
be said in nutshell is that a balance needs to be struck between economic and security
benefits to the West of closer ties to India and security threats to stemming from
Islamist militancy in Pakistan.
