“Democracy is the worst of all
governments, except for all the
others”. “While this is usually taken
to be an argument for representative
liberal democracy, it is in fact an
expression of deep skepticism.
Whatever the campaign rhetoric,
political analysts and practitioners
remain  extremely sceptical of
representative mass democracy as an
effective way of running
governments, or anything else. The
case for democracy is essentially
negative. Even as an alternative to
other systems, it can be defended
only with a sigh. This did not matter
too much during most of the
twentieth century, since the political
systems which challenged it — until
the end of the Second World War
from both authoritarian left — were,
or at least to most liberal seemed, so
patently awful. Until it faced such a
challenge, the built-in defects of
liberal representative democracy as a
system of government were evident
to most serious thinkers as well to
satirist. Indeed, they were widely
and frankly discussed even among
politicians  until it  became
inadvisable to say in public what
they really thought of the mass of
voters on whom their election
depended. In countries with long-
established traditions of
representative government, it was
accepted not only because the
alternative systems seemed so much
worse, but also because, unlike in the
terrible era of world wars and global
economic catastrophe, very few
people actually felt the need for
alternative system — particularly in
